2010 Cover Kid Contest Instructions
The Fund Raiser 

What is the “Cover Kid” Contest?  

The contest is a fund raiser for the American Cancer Society Relay For Life in White County. Cover Kid Contest is an online “voting” contest for the opportunity to raise money for the American Cancer Society. The entrant raising the most money will be featured on the cover of Searcy Living magazine’s August/September 2010 issue and also on the front page of the Daily Citizen in August. The children placing in the overall top 4 will have their photos printed inside the same issue.  
Who does the “Cover Kid” contest benefit?  

All entry fees and online donations benefit the American Cancer Society Friends Fighting Back Relay For Life team. 
Entering the Contest

Who can enter?
Children age 12 or under by July 9th may enter the contest. The child(ren) entering the contest must be residents of White County Arkansas.  A photo entry may feature up to 2 siblings. If 2 children are featured in one photo – they must be siblings.  If a photo featuring two siblings is the winner, they will be photographed together. Pets are not eligible.
Is there an entry fee?

Are there requirements for the photos?

Candid digital photos are encouraged. No professional photos are allowed.  Any professional photos that are submitted will be notified by email
Is there an entry deadline? 

Photos will be accepted for entry from March 1st-July 9th, 2010.  No entries will be accepted after July 9th, 2010 at 5:00 pm CST. Photos will not be returned. 
Why is an e-mail address required?

This contest is conducted online and email is integral to its success. You can increase votes for your child with links and emails that can be shared with your family and friends. Voting Page Set-up

Once an entry is received and the entry fee paid, an online donation page will be set up for each entrant. Entries with two siblings will be included on one donation page. American Cancer Society staff will set up each page and contact the entrants via e-mail with the donation page web page address and other details. Online voting with donations begins on March 1st, 2010 and ends on July 9th, 2010 at 5:00 pm CST. Only the entrant’s first name and county will be included on the online page.
How are votes placed?

How will the winner and runners-up be determined?
